The drugs exhibited lincar response in
the concentration range of 6.0 — 18.0, 3.0 - 15.0 and 4.0 ~ 20.0 ug / mL for paracetamol,
chlorzoxazone and ibuprofen respectively. The spectrum of paracctamol was most extended
which was subsequently followed by moderately extended spectrum of chlorzoxazone and
unextended spectrum of ibuprofen. The ratio spectra were manipulated successfully for
quantification of paracetamol, chlorzoxazone, and ibuprofen. The developed method was
validated as per ICH guidelines for the parameters of specificity, lincarity, precision and
accuracy.
